SECTION 1. BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF MARYLAND,
That the Laws of Maryland read as follows:

Article — Public Safety
7-404.

(A) IN THIS SECTION, “EMERGENCY MEDICAL SERVICES PROVIDER” HAS
THE MEANING STATED IN § 13-516 OF THE EDUCATION ARTICLE.

(B) (1) THE GOVERNING BODY OF PRINCE GEORGE’S COUNTY, BY LOCAL
LAW, SHALL ESTABLISH AN EMERGENCY MEDICAL RESPONSE UNIT THAT TRAVELS
BY MOTORCYCLE TO ASSIST WITH EMERGENCIES IN PRINCE GEORGE’S COUNTY.

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(2) THE LOCAL LAW SHALL REQUIRE A MEMBER OF THE UNIT TO:

1)) BE LICENSED OR CERTIFIED AS AN EMERGENCY MEDICAL
SERVICES PROVIDER BY THE STATE EMERGENCY MEDICAL SERVICES BOARD; AND

(II) BE LICENSED TO DRIVE A MOTORCYCLE.

SECTION 2. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That this Act shall take effect
October 1, 2016.
